Public Health Ontario (PHO) is a centre for specialized research and knowledge in public health, focusing in the areas of laboratory services and science, infectious disease, infection control and prevention, health promotion, chronic disease and injury prevention, and environmental health.  

PHO is seeking a Scientist, TB and Mycobacteriology to develop, provide strategic direction and lead the Public Health Laboratories research program in Tuberculosis (TB) and Mycobacteriology for the province’s Public Health Laboratories.   The TB and Mycobacteriology Lab at the PHO Public Health Laboratories-Toronto is Canada’s largest laboratory providing diagnostic and reference testing in Canada. This position is for a Scientist to conduct applied and public health focused research in mycobacteria, particularly for M. tuberculosis. The successful candidate will be an integral member of the PHO Research community. In addition to working in close collaboration with clinical, surveillance, and research personnel at the PHO, the Scientist will develop a robust, externally funded research program, engage in academic activities at a recognized Ontario university, and provide mentorship to undergraduate, graduate, and post-doctoral students.
The successful candidate will develop, perform and oversee highly specialized and complex molecular-based laboratory testing of M. tuberculosis and non-tuberculous mycobacteria to support laboratory efforts of diagnostic and reference testing for public health threats and disease due to these pathogens. Recommends improvements in laboratory methods, equipment and new testing technology, and introduces new protocols for molecular-based diagnostic laboratory testing of mycobacteria when required. 

The Scientist will initiate and direct applied research for the improvement/development of existing/new diagnostic and reference laboratory testing.  In addition, this position provides expert advice to PHO and external stakeholders and support in the development of public health policies and programs, standards and guidelines.  

Additional Information: This position requires a PhD and post-doctoral training in molecular biology, microbiology, genetics, biochemistry or equivalent health sciences discipline from a recognized educational institution.  The successful candidate will have demonstrated research experience in tuberculosis and mycobacteriology, experience working in a public health laboratory, academic laboratory or equivalent collaborative research environment.  Candidates must be eligible for (or currently holding) an academic appointment (assistant professor status or higher) at an Ontario University within a relevant academic discipline.
